• Set the temperature control to warm.
• Set the fan speed control to position "3" or "4".

Seatback table operation:

1. Lower the headrest.
2. Pull the recliner control lever & push the seatback 

forward.
Note: Do not use the seatback table while driving.

Check tire pressure at least once a month when the
tires are cold. Refer to the tire pressure label located on
the driver’s door opening for correct pressure.

After adding fuel, always reinstall
the fuel cap fully and make sure it
clicks at least 3 times. Failure to do
this may result in the "Check
Engine Light" illuminating.

The front window deicer is turned on by
pushing the switch. The deicer is useful
for melting the ice around the windshield
wipers.

second time.

Keyless Remote and Locks
